For making two wrong choices or a really wrong choice.

If a child makes the wrong choice, then they can try to get back to the green smiley face.

At the end of the week, we have 20 minutes Proud time.  If a child ends the day on a yellow face, they miss 2 minutes of their Proud time.  If they end the day on a red face, they miss 4 minutes of their Proud time.

Sometimes, a child will need special targets to help them keep our ‘proud’ rules.  If this happens, then they will talk about this with their parents and grown-up’s at school.

If someone has special targets, this may mean that they have to go on the concentration station in their class for 5 minutes.  This helps them to think about making the right choice.  If they are still finding it tricky to keep our ‘proud’ rules then they will have 5 minutes in another class.  If they are still finding it hard, then they go to see Mrs Beardsley or Miss McMahon who may call their parents.
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In Nursery

In Nursery, everyone has a busy bee with their name on.  They work hard in Nursery to keep ‘Betty Bee’s rules’.  When they keep Betty’s rules, they get a sticker.  After 5 or 10 stickers, they get a certificate and move onto silver and gold Busy Bee’s! 
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
